NEIGHBOURHOOD CHAPLAINS PROJECT


The two guests, Johnny and Simon were introduced. They were from the Chaplain neighbourhood project run by the Gateway Church, set up as a church a couple of years ago aimed at Kendal residents who were ’without a church’. It is aimed at helping people who felt lonely and isolated, which has been seen as a problem across all age groups. They had been working on Kirkbarrow, and today had leafleted houses in the upper part of Kirkbarrow. If they identify someone in need, they may well call on the services of other organisations to help. All helpers are DBS checked. They are taking it step by step to see how it will work.

CCC Community Development 


Although posters were not yet available, Sinead had forwarded details of the A2B NoW Card for reduced ‘bus travel aimed at 5-18 year-olds living in South Lakeland. These could be purchased for the sum of £7.50 and could be used anytime except on schools days before 9.30am and between 3pm and 5pm. Cards were available at local libraries or online.





South Lakes Housing


Lyn from told the meeting that it was ‘Big Energy Saving Week’. They were hoping to raise awareness amongst tenants in particular as to how to save money by making small changes in the home. She had bags to give out to the group to hand onto others advertising the event. Cafs will be visiting Hallgarth this week giving energy saving advice in residents’ homes. This will include advice on changing energy providers for example. They will also be at Booths on Friday between 1pm and 2pm.





Lyn also informed that tenants could claim bursaries of up to £500 for specific purposes e.g. training.





Ghyllside School 


Diane said that volunteers were still needed for the “Ready Readers” Project, to come into school and read with the children on a regular basis. Richard and Ann had both attended the presentation event and said that about 12 people had volunteered to date.





Councillors


County


Geoff had nothing to report. He was asked about the Kendal flood relief scheme. He said it was ongoing and not sure when it would start. He outlined what the scheme involved. He was asked about the Gooseholme bridge project. This is being held up because the land on either side of the proposed bridge is common land and therefore objections have been raised, as the ramps onto the bridge from both sides will need to be placed on it. This problem of common land is also holding up an EA pump station scheme near the weir upstream on Gooseholme.

Richard said that the Dementia Hub, which meets at Abbott Hall Day Centre, was to be renamed the South Lakes Dementia Community. This was seen as a bit unfortunate as it could be confused with the SLDC. Richard said that new fliers had been produced to advertise it.





Michele said that she had received an email from Suzanne Long (District Councillor) saying that there was some money available to be claimed for sporting events etc. Diane noted that it had to be spent this financial year so was of no use to KRA as they were funded up until April already.

The meeting again reiterated the problems with the new traffic scheme on Greengate Lane whereby drivers were ignoring the one-way system from Well Ings to Greengate Lane and also obstructing the top end of Greengate Lane with opposite parking thereby preventing ‘buses and coaches from driving down. Michele forwarded a photo of same to Geoff, who said that he would discuss this with Highways.
