Richard had provided the following report. 


“The rat infestation on Well Ings seems to have been solved and rubbish removed by South Lakes Housing.


I have been back to SLA on a couple of occasions to follow up the hedge trimming request on Echo Bank. Nothing done so far and it's getting late for trimming. SLH said they would ring me on the 6th with an update. This has been a slow process.





The contractors putting in handrails on Kirkbarrow Lane have been held up by the weather, but I have been informed by the council planning department that they should have the job finished shortly.





I have been to the Lane a few days ago to check on progress and also to follow up a suggestion from a local resident about lighting especially where the steps meet the street in Kirkland. I have made a request for extra lighting here, which will go to the Highways and Environment committee on the town council.





I wondered if there were other ginnels on Kirkbarrow that might benefit from some extra illumination. Will do a bit of checking.





I have put in a request to look into providing extra lighting at the top of the steps that lead up to the estate above Kirkbarrow Lane. They are about half way along the Lane. The top of the steps leading to the close are extremely dark.”
