UPDATES & REPORTS


Chair 


Diane reported that the Defibrillator housed at Greengate Lane flats had been refurbished and was now in working order again, thanks to a grant of £500 from Alvin Finch’s SLDC Member’s Allowance. Alvin had also secured a £500 from the same fund towards KRA street parties in celebration of the upcoming coronation.





Diane also reported that the SLDC Locality Officer had written quite sternly to resident Jean Allen of Greengate Lane instructing her to remove the bunting on the roundabout at the top of Greengate Lane, claiming it to be a danger to adults, children and drivers and to refrain from erecting/installing anything else in the future. Diane had replied on Jean and KRA’s behalf, pointing out that roundabouts were the responsibility of CCC, not SLDC and that trees and, in particular in that location, a Christmas tree, was planted which was decorated over the Festive period each year and this practice would continue. Diane also pointed out that the planting of trees and shrubs throughout the estate had the permission of both SLDC and CCC.





Treasurer


Since the last meeting, there had been the following transactions.


Paid Out:  £1271.91 Food Share Christmas hampers and emergency shop; £583.08 Christmas Food Share and Decorations for Trees; and £646.41 Food Share, Batteries & Pad for Defibrillator and GLL for February half-term sports activities.


Received:  £349.14 Public Liability & Employer’s Insurance reimbursement from SLH. 


Promised:  Cllr Alvin Finch has arranged for his £1,000 Member’s Allowance to be paid to us - £500 to cover the defibrillator refurbishment and £500 towards street parties for the Coronation in May.


£1023.55 remained in general funds with all other balances in the accounts allocated to the projects for which the monies were granted.





Community Police


Diane had circulated the Kendal & Kendal Rural Newsletter provided.





CCC Community Development 


Louise presented a form to site in our food share sheds in order to collect data from our users and also asked that Rose complete the form in respect of the food deliveries.





South Lakes Housing 


Diane had completed SLH’s online questionnaire, devised to direct their future service plans.





Ghyllside School 


Huw reported that school was virtually full, with 417/18 pupils in main school and 49 in Nursery, which is higher than other local schools. However, the new housing developments near school had not resulted in any applications to date.


Various internal remedial works would be taking place during the Easter holidays and the school field would re-open for community use after Easter. Residents were asked to monitor use of the field and report any anti-social behaviour.





Councillors


County


As this was Geoff’s last meeting as our County Councillor due to the changes to a Unitary Authority with effect from 1 April 2023, Diane thanked him for all his hard work and efforts in achieving so many improvements to the estate over nearly 20 years as our County Councillor. Geoff reciprocated that he had enjoyed working with KRA on the many projects progressed.





				Town


Richard reported that the handrails had now been installed in Low Kirkbarrow Lane and the installation of lighting in that area was being progressed.


Richard had also asked SLH whether the former communal room in the Cross Lane Sheltered Housing complex could be brought back into use by the community.


Getting the hedge trimmed on Echo Bank was still in progress, with the tenant reportedly needing fencing wood in order to complete the works.


Following a report of the handrail at the steps leading from Brockbeck to Kirkbarrow being obscured by overgrown bushes in places, Richard had trimmed these back to improve access for the less able.


He was also progressing an issue of damp at 8 Buttery Well Road.

As reported previously, Kendal Town Council had agreed to take responsibility for any future maintenance of the ‘bus shelter, so Diane had obtained a quote for a suitable shelter and had applied for funding for same from the National Lottery but this had been unsuccessful. Therefore, Diane had since applied to Cumbria Community Foundation and the outcome of this would be known in May/June. If successful, permission for installation would then be sought from Westmorland & Furness Council.
