1. WELCOME & APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE
The Chair welcomed everyone to the meeting and reported apologies for absence in respect of 
R. Tideswell and L. Foster. 

2. MINUTES OF LAST MEETING
The minutes of the Committee Meeting and AGM held 28 June and 27 September 2023 respectively were agreed as a correct record.

4. UPDATES & REPORTS
(i) Chair - Nothing to report than what will be raised in other Agenda items.

(ii) Treasurer
Rose had supplied the following report.
“Since the last treasurer’s report, 75 Kirkbarrow Residents received a Christmas food parcel at a cost of £1803.80 leaving £196.20 to use before the end of March. This has now reduced to £108.58 and I will be buying for the two food sheds before the end of March.   

Reimbursement of £67.91 to Diane for repairs to the notice boards.

Easter eggs have been bought to give out to the children.

Received from Councillor Matt Severn £500.00 for the food share and £500.00 for the Bus Shelter.

£1645.60 remains in general funds with all other balances in the accounts allocated to the projects for which the monies were granted.

(iii) Community Police
Diane had circulated the latest Kendal & Kendal Rural Newsletter provided.

(iv) Westmorland & Furness Community Development - No report received.

(v) South Lakes Housing - No report received.

(vi) Ghyllside School 
Huw reported that there were 418 pupils in main school plus Nursery. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]A slightly smaller Reception intake was expected for September, as it was a low birth rate year for Kendal. And there were still only 4 or 5 children from the new builds on Brigsteer and Underbarrow Roads.

The school field remained closed for community use due to the Anti Social Behaviour experienced last year and a close eye was being kept on the situation with the lighter nights approaching.

Q (PH) - What would happen if there were too many applicants for available places?

A (HD) - Legally, the maximum that can be admitted to Reception, Year 1 and Year 2 is 30 per class, therefore 60 for each year. If oversubscribed, the Admissions Criteria is followed, whereby priority is given to the following children:
Looked After Children; those with siblings already at school; the children of school staff that work a minimum of 0.6 (3 days) per week; and then by distance from home to school, measured using the Council’s GPS system.

(vii) Councillors

Richard reported that the hedge on an Echo Bank property had now been replaced by a fence. 

He had also met with South Lakes Housing to discuss the vandalism to the Youth Shelter on the Brockbeck playground and has asked for clarity on the suggestion of the Shelter becoming a Hub for family use.

The Gateway Church was hosting a Debt Doctor service in Kendal Town Hall on Wednesday lunchtimes.

He and Roger were progressing the request to have a handrail installed in Low Kirkbarrow Lane adjacent to the steep drop that leads to the access to the lower properties.

5. ACTIVITIES & EVENTS PROGRAMME 
Diane reported that the sports and games activities with GLL coaches in Kendal Parish Hall during school holidays had ceased. They had run in October half-term but GLL couldn’t provide a coach for February half-term. Therefore, Rose and Diane had discussed the matter and agreed that it was no longer financially viable to continue running these sessions as GLL charged £55 for the coach and the cost of providing refreshments was on top and only between 6 and 12 children had attended of late.

However, as some funds remained in the accounts for Activities and Events, it may be possible to host a Fun Event during the Summer.
