Rose had supplied the following report.


“The 2022 /2023, Accounts are audited and available to view.





Since the beginning of this financial year, I have paid out- 


£55 to the Leisure Centre for the school holiday sports sessions at Easter in Kirkland Hall.


£363.75 for refreshments and £265 for a bouncy castle for the Kings Coronation celebrations.  


£1596.23 on food share for the sheds and delivery to residents and emergency food purchases for residents in need.





Grants for food share are still available and this is taking up most of my time, if you know of anybody who is in need please contact Diane or me directly.





£1522.60 remains in general funds with all other balances in the accounts allocated to the projects for which the monies were granted.”

Ghyllside School 


Huw reported that school was going from strength to strength with Reception Class full from September and 420 pupils in main school plus Nursery.





He said that, historically, the school field had been open for community use at all times but recently there had been an unprecedented amount of litter and damage, including the manhole cover on the school staff car park having been lifted and litter put down which had blocked the drains.





Therefore, school had had no other choice than to only allow Ghyllside pupils to use the field until 5pm on weekdays and to close it thereafter by locking the access gates in an attempt to address the anti-social habits.





This decision would be kept under review.
